B.A.R.K.

As you can imagine, the largest expense for Windy Creek Kennel is dog food.  Keeping our team in peak shape requires feeding a super-premium diet which doesn’t come cheap.  Last year we spent $25,000 keeping the dogs in grub.  For folks interested in helping cover some of our dog food expense you can participate in the B.A.R.K. program, which stands for ‘buy another round of kibble’.  It’s a simple way to donate directly towards a kennel expense at any dollar level you feel comfortable with.  We’ve set up a donations account with our supplier, 49er feeds.  You can contact them directly and make your donation.  Just tell them you’d like to donate to Ken Anderson/Windy Creek Kennel and the money will be put towards our next major dog food purchase (we typically buy by the ton).  We currently feed one 40 pound bag of Redpaw per day but that will double when the temperatures drop and we get into heavy training.  We also supplement with various meat and fat sources during the winter to meet the dogs’ high caloric needs.
